Due to the integration of Government-wide procurement systems, the Office of the Chief Information Officer has modified the Dynamic Small Business Search (DSBS) System to identify 8(a) joint ventures. This effort will allow procuring agencies to receive 8(a) credit for awards made to 8(a) joint venture entities.  In order for SBA to provide certification information in the firm's DSBS profile, for migration into the Central Contractor Registration (CCR), we need the following information for each 8(a) joint venture entity approved by your district office:
1. The Joint Venture Agreement Establishing the Joint Venture Entity; including
a. The name of the 8(a) joint venture entity
b. The joint venture entity’s DUNS Number 

c. The 8(a) Business Development Program Participant’s Case Number  

d. The date the joint venture was approved 
2. The Joint Venture Agreement for each Specific Contract; including
a. The solicitation number

b. The date the contract was signed 

c. The contract number 
This information should be submitted in the format noted on the attached Excel Spreadsheet.

In accordance with 13 C.F.R. § 121.103(h), a  joint venture entity cannot submit more than three offers over a two-year period, starting from the date of the submission of the first offer.  Joint venture agreements that exceed this requirement will not be added to the database.  
At any time an 8(a) joint venture is approved by the district office, notice of that approval must be forwarded to Glenn Harwood, Office of Program Review, Office of Business Development at glenn.harwood@sba.gov.
